01 – Hedgerows, Trees and Small Woodlands
Objectives:

Restore integrity of historic hedgerows and tree line patterns

Conserve small woodlands currently outside management arrangements

Restore historic spatial patterns; allow greater understanding of agricultural landuse history.

Enhance biodiversity

Features in close proximity to public access routes

Utilise hedgerow and woodland conservation as a training project.

Output

Supplementary survey of hedgerows

Supplementary survey of tree lines

Supplementary survey of small woodlands

Farm liaison

Progressive reinstatement/ management intervention along access corridors and at heritage sites

Outcome

Restore all hedgerows, tree lines and small woodlands aligning public access routes and enclose heritage sites.

Temporary protection from livestock

Map record hedgerows, tree lines and small woodlands

Aftercare – maintenance periods of 3 years for all plantings
Growth monitored at 5, 10 and 20 years.
