Objectives

Restore using distinctive detail and styles of construction

Incorporate measures to withstand modern grazing and so ensure longevity

New gates/ styles for footpath links as required

In close proximity to public access routes and heritage sites

Training project to reinforce heritage skills

Output

Surveys as robust baseline for future monitoring

Repair and reinstatement near heritage sites

Outcomes

Walls aligning public access routes and heritage sites reinstated and cleared of vegetation

Walls rebuilt local style and character, broken down into discrete packages of work.

Each completed section mapped and photographed

Wall condition reviewed at 5, 10 and 20 years
